SelectPlan for Women covers family planning and pays for Birth Control, Pap Tests, STD Testing and Treatment, HIV Testing and Counseling, Breast Exams and Routine Women’s Health. Participants qualify if they are between the ages of 18 and 44 years old, are a U.S. citizen or permanent U.S. resident, are a resident of Pennsylvania, have no health insurance that covers family planning services, are not pregnant and meet income requirements which are at or below 185% of poverty.
